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Abstract: Due to the fact that the specificity of teaching a second
language is based on the compression of the organization of the educational
process and optimization of the teaching time, the role of the teacher in the
student’s learning process changes. It is important to organize interaction
and cooperation in the group, which makes it possible to give the
educational process a practical focus. Therefore, appropriate preparation of
the teacher for teaching a second foreign language is necessary. It is
important to shape the student's ability to model his activities, oriented to a
constant appeal to the future profession, that is, to develop the ability to
apply knowledge in a real life situation.
